It is the vision  of the Somerset County Technology Center that it will be the county’s leading center 
for career and technical education and related services for both high school and adult students. 

With economic indicators uncertain and unemployment growing, how many young people are rethinking their futures 
and the debt they would incur if they pursued four years of college?  In these hard economic times, who doesn’t want a 
bargain?   

Right now the best bargain in education is skill training at the Somerset County Technology Center.  Technical educa-
tion is FREE for Somerset County’s high school students.  It is the same education for which many pay as much as 
$28,000 a year after high school graduation.  In these hard economic times, it makes good sense to train for free in ca-
reers which are in high demand on Pennsylvania’s high priority occupations list and which pay a family sustaining wage.   

Career and technical education (CTE) is not the vocational education of the past.  SCTC’s students can earn industry 
credentials and college credits while still in high school.  Today’s career and technical education prepares students for 
both careers and college, so students have the choice of working after graduation or going on to higher education.  In 
many technical fields, an industry credential earned at SCTC is as good as or more valuable than a college degree.  
Technical education is quite a bargain! 

Adults who have lost their jobs can train at SCTC for careers in the new demand occupations for far less than it would 
cost at a private technical school.  Adults may enroll in one of the 17 daytime programs or any of the evening programs.
